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GENERAL LIVESTOCK REQUIREMENTS  

 These Exhibition Health Requirements apply to all livestock present at the fair including those animals that are 
not entered in competitive events.  
1. Exhibitors are required to familiarize themselves with all rules applicable to their exhibits.  
All out-of-state animals shall require an entry permit. Entry permit numbers are available by calling the Illinois Department of Agri-
culture, Monday through Friday from 8:00 AM to 4:30 PM, at 217/782-4944. Permits may also be obtained online at: hƩp://
www.agr.state.il.us/AnimalHW/animalregistry/login.php  
2. All animals, except as noted, shall be accompanied by a CerƟficate of Veterinary InspecƟon (CVI) which shows that the animal 
meets all health requirements for the State of Illinois. CVI’s shall be made available to Bureau of Animal Health Personnel on re-
quest. CVI means a legible record made on an official form from the state of origin which has been issued, signed and dated by an 
accredited veterinarian and which shows the name and address of the animal’s owner or exhibitor and the results of all required 
tests or vaccinaƟons. A CVI shall list only one animal idenƟficaƟon per line; shall be presented on the form on which it was iniƟally 
issued; and shall not be corrected, changed or altered in any manner.  
3. All animals shall be officially idenƟfied. The animal(s) official idenƟficaƟon shall be recorded on the CVI.  
4. If animals are from tuberculosis accredited, brucellosis cerƟfied, pseudorabies qualified, or brucellosis validated herds, the iden-
Ɵfying herd number(s) along with the date of the last herd test(s) shall appear on the CVI.  
5. CVI for out-of-state livestock shall be void thirty (30) days aŌer issuance.  
6. CVI for Illinois-origin livestock shall be void ninety (90) days aŌer issuance.  
7. All livestock shall be subject to examinaƟon upon entry to any Illinois fair or exhibiƟon. Any animal showing evidence of infec-
Ɵous, contagious or communicable diseases shall be immediately withdrawn and held in quaranƟne at the owner’s risk and ex-
pense unƟl properly treated and recovered, or unƟl the animal is released to return to the owner’s premise.  Any livestock infected 
with scabies, mange, acƟve lesions of ringworm, soremouth, or mulƟple warts which are easily visible without close examinaƟon 
shall not be permiƩed to exhibit and are subject to quaranƟne or removal from the fairgrounds. Sheep and goats with caseous lym-
phadeniƟs as evidenced by draining abscesses shall not be exhibited and are subject to immediate quaranƟne or removal from the 
fairgrounds.  
8.Illinois Department of Agriculture personnel or designee may collect blood, Ɵssue, milk or urine samplesfrom any animal being 
exhibited and/or raced at any Illinois fair to test for the presence of illegal drugs orbanned substances. New examinaƟon tech-
niques, such as ultrasound, may also be used at anyƟme whilethe animals are on the grounds of any Illinois fair or exhibit.  The 
Illinois Department of Agriculture or designee may collect urine, blood, Ɵssue or other test samples from exhibiƟon animals at the 
Ɵme of slaughter. 
9.All exhibitors of animals at any Illinois fair or exhibiƟon shall comply with the provisions of the Illinois Humane Care for Animals 
Act. If violaƟons are observed, the animals(s) will be excused from exhibiƟon and ordered removed from the grounds with all 
awards being forfeited.  Any pracƟce or deviaƟon from normal, accepted care, including physical, medical or mechanical applica-
Ɵon, shall consƟtute a violaƟon of show rules and may result in the animal(s) disqualificaƟon and removal from the fairgrounds. 
10.Any Illinois caƩle, bison, cervidae or goats being exhibited in non-accredited free states must be isolated from the remainder of 
the herd/flock upon return to Illinois and retested for tuberculosis 60-120 days post-entry. 

Ca le 
Iden fica on  
 Individual idenƟficaƟon of each animal shall be either a fully healed and legible taƩoo, approved official ear tag, registraƟon num-
ber (can only be used if the taƩoo is recorded on the registraƟon cerƟficate or for breeds where pictures are acceptable), or indi-
vidual brands, if brand is recorded on the registraƟon cerƟficate.  
  
Illinois Ca le  
 Brucellosis:  Illinois is a Bovine Brucellosis Class-Free State.  Brucellosis tesƟng is not required for Illinois caƩle.  
Tuberculosis:  Illinois is an Accredited Tuberculosis- Free State.  Tuberculin tesƟng is not required for Illinois caƩle.   
Please note: Illinois calves under 6 months of age, and Illinois steers are not required to have a Cer ficate of Veterinary Inspec on.  
 
Out-of-State-Ca le  
All out-of-state caƩle are to be accompanied by an entry permit. Entry permit numbers are available by calling the Illinois Depart-
ment of Agriculture, Monday through Friday from 8:00 AM to 4:30 PM, at 217/782-4944. Permits may also be obtained online at:

Brucellosis  
1.Female caƩle six (6) months of age and older and bulls eighteen (18) months of age and older shall be negaƟve to an official test 
for brucellosis within thirty (30) days prior to entry, unless exempt by one (1) of the following: .A. Originate directly from a cerƟfied 
brucellosis-free herd. 
B. Official vaccinates of dairy breeds under twenty (20) months of age or official vaccinates of beef breeds under twenty-four (24) 
months of age.

C. Animal originated from a “Class Free” state (if enƟre state is so classified)
D. Steers and spayed heifers are not required to be tested for brucellosis.
2.The negaƟve brucellosis test shall be conducted at a state or federal laboratory within 30 days prior to exhibiƟon.
Tuberculosis

1. Accredited Tuberculosis Free States A. No tuberculin test required.  All caƩle, including steers, originaƟng from an Accredited
Tuberculosis Free State, may enter Illinois for exhibiƟon when accompanied by a CVI issued by an accredited veterinarian within 30
days. 2. Non-Accredited Tuberculosis Free Areas or States (Not TB Free) A. CaƩle must originate from a herd where a complete
herd test was conducted within the past year. B. The individual animals entering Illinois must be negaƟve to an addiƟonal tubercu-
lin test conducted within 30 days prior to exhibiƟon. C. CaƩle that enter Illinois for exhibiƟon and remain in Illinois (animal does not
return to  the state of origin within 30 days) must be isolated and retested for TB 60-120 days from the last official TB test date.
