Individual idenƟficaƟon of each animal shall be by an ear taƩoo or official metal or plasƟc tag. A microchip ID is acceptable if the 
owner provides the reader.  
TaƩoos may be used when a registraƟon cerƟficate, lisƟng the taƩoo number, accompanies the animal.  
When using ear tags, the tag must indicate the premises ID and state of origin.  The tag number must be assigned by a state or 
APHIS representaƟve and recorded in the Scrapie Record Database.  
Ears should be used for taƩooing when possible. If there is no space in the ear, the flank or tail fold may be used.  
 Illinois Goats  
1. Goats originaƟng from a herd that has previously been classified as either an infected or source herd can be exhibited in Illinois 
upon the compleƟon of an approved herd plan.  
2. For any animal born aŌer 1/1/2002, the CVI must include the flock of birth and the flock of origin, if different.  
 Out-of-State Goats  
All out-of-state goats are to be accompanied by an entry permit.  Entry permit numbers are available by calling the Illinois Depart-
ment of Agriculture, Monday through Friday from 8:00 AM to 4:30 PM, at 217/782-4944.  Permits may also be obtained online at:

Goats from areas or states that are not Accredited Bovine Tuberculosis Free, must be accompanied by a CVI indicaƟng that the 
goats originated from a herd where a complete negaƟve herd test has been conducted within the past twelve (12) months and the 
individual animals are negaƟve to a tuberculin test conducted within thirty (30) days prior to entry. For any animal born aŌer 
1/1/2002, the CVI must include the flock of birth and the flock of origin, if different.
